In 1607, a ship carrying British settlers from the Virginia Company sails for North America in search of gold 
and other riches. On board are Captain John Smith and Governor John Radcliffe.

A storm erupts and Smith saves the life of an inexperienced young settler named Thomas when he falls 
overboard, befriending him in the process. In the “New World”, Pocahontas, Chief Powhatan’s daughter, 
learns that her father wants her to marry Kocoum, one of his finest warriors. Pocahontas doesn’t want to 
marry him and asks the advice from a talking tree spirit named Grandmother Willow. Grandmother Willow 
tells her to listen to her heart. 
The British settlers land in Virginia and dig for gold under Radcliffe’s orders. John Smith explores the 
territory and comes across Pocahontas. The two spend time together and Pocahontas teaches John how to look 
at the world in a different way and to not think of her people as “savages”. Back at the settlement the 
Powhatan warriors and the Englishmen have a fight and one of the warriors is injured. The warriors retreat 
and Powhatan declares that the white men are dangerous and that no one should go near them. As the story 
continues John Smith’s and Pocahontas’s friendship continues to grow leading to the bridging of the gap 
between the two cultures which changes the course of history.  Our fine motor work this week saw us colour 
in and collage a picture of Pocahontas and today we watched the movie.
